Our walk starts from Blanket Bay. The walking track 

through to Parker River is delightful and offers 

intriguing ocean glimpses and views. The track winds 

its way through stringybark forest before emerging 

at the tidally affected Parker River. 

From Parker River you will follow the walking track 

around to Point Franklin where a detour to Crayfish 

Bay is recommended. Crayfish Bay is an ideal spot for 

afternoon tea on the grass behind the beach. 

Swimming is usually possible here in the generally 

protected waters.  

Your walk finishes at Cape Otway where you have 

the option of

Staring from Johanna Beach, you head gradually 

uphill through lush farmland till you reach a saddle

for some stunning views back along the coastline. 

Try and spot Rainbow Falls near Point Flinders to the 

north of Cape Otway. 

As you climb through farmland keep your eyes 

peeled for kangaroos, echidnas and koalas! 

Several kilometres of pleasant rural back roads 

brings you to the turn off to Melanesia Beach. This 

beach is remote and beautiful. You will need low tide 

to make the length of the beach past the final point

embedded in the cliffs are a feature of this beach. 

As you climb along the winding cliff-top track, you 

must take the detour into Ryans Den. The grassy 

knoll to the south of the campsite offers perfect 

views over the sea and towards Point Reginald. It is a 

perfect spot for lunch. 

The final section to Moonlight Head offers rigorous 

walking pleasantly rewarded by yet more stunning 

coastal views. By the time you make Moonlight 

Head, you may be weary but should feel well

Note  If this all sounds a bit ambitious for you, a slightly

   easier option (which avoids walking the back roads 

  between Johanna and Melanesia gate) is to start 

  the walk from the Melanesia gate. This gives you a 

  total 11.9 km as opposed to 19.9 km if you take the 

  itinerary outlined above. The walking is short  

  though still hard and just as spectacular. Negotiate 

  your plans with your shuttle driver.   

Day Three

Another stunning dayôs walking marks this final 

day of your walking holiday. Starting from the 

airy Gable Lookout atop one of Australiaôs 

highest sea cliffs, the trail makes its way down 

to the famous Wreck Beach. Low tide is 

important to allow viewing of the anchors which 

are a feature of this beach. Continue around the 

rocky headland and beach to Devils Kitchen, an 

isolated reef-fringed beach situated in an 

amphitheatre. 

 

A long dusty walk down Old Coach Road brings 

you to the mouth of the Gellibrand River at

Tour Highlights 
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Princetown, and the start of the final section of the Great Ocean Walk. 

This final 5.5km is another highlight as the thoughtfully constructed 

track winds its way through heathland and coastal scrub. Near Clifton 

Beach you pass a fault line (Clifton Fault) as the crumbling tertiary dune 

structure gives way to towering sandstone cliffs as you near Gibsonôs 

Steps and the 12 Apostles.  

 

Distances:  The Gable to Wreck Beach:  1.2km 

   Wreck Beach to Devils Kitchen: 2.5km 

   Devils Kitchen to Princetown: 7.7km 

   Princetown to the end:    5.5km 

 

Grade:   Medium, Easy
